2. Any person who fails to report for servicein the service corps as directed in this Call-up Letter and/or refuses to make himself
available for servicein the service corps shall be prosecuted in line with the provisions of Section 13 sub-section 1(a) and (b) of the
NY SC Act, Cap. N84, Laws of the Federation of Nigeria, 2004.

3. Also, any person who is not eligible to participate in the service corps or has been duly issued with a Certificate of National Service
or Certificate of Exemption but so participates or attempts to so participate shall be prosecuted in line with Section 13 subsection 2
(a) and (b) of the NY SC Act, Cap. N84, Laws of the Federation of Nigeria, 2004.

4. For theregistration procedure however, you arerequested to bringto camp your original statement of result, Institution
identity card and 8 recent passport photographs. In addition, if you area Medical Doctor, Pharmacist or an Optometrist
you will be expected to bring along original of your registration certificate with the Nigerian Medical Council, Pharmacist
Board or Optometrist Registration Council and evidence of completion of housemanship or internship.

5. | enjoin you to contribute your best to the Nation in the programmes that have been carefully designed for the achievement of the
lofty objectives of the scheme. Y ou are expected to resume duty at your place of primary assignment immediately after the
orientation as no leave whatsoever shall be granted for further preparations after assumption of duty. Please note:

i. Itisan offence to serve more than once in the NY SC scheme.

ii.  Prospective corps members are prohibited from bringing automobiles, motorcycles, bicycles etc. to camp.
iii. That your oneyear of continuous national service begins from the date you report for service at the orientation camp
iv.  Prospective corps members are reminded that national service is about service to the fatherland; therefore they need to

accept their deployment to any state in good faith. However, relocation is granted only to married women, to enable them
join their husbands, and those with life threating ailments.

6. For your safety, you arestrictly advised not to travel at night while reporting to your State of Deployment and throughout
the Service Year. It ismandatory that you always cut short your journey from 6.00 pm and take shelter in NY SC Corps
Lodges, Military Barracks, and other places officially designated as safe before resuming your movement in the morning.
Also ensure you board vehicles only at designated motor parks.

7. Arrangement has been made to pay atotal of 10, 000.00 naira as bicycle allowance, transport to camp and back home after service.
